ABOUT THE TEST

The UCAT ANZ test is a multiple choice, computer-based
test. It consists of four separately timed subtests which
assess a range of abilities identified by university medical
and dental schools as important.

QUANTITATIVE REASONING
SITUATIONAL JUDGEMENT TEST

The test is delivered in Pearson test centres throughout
Australia and New Zealand, and at many overseas locations.

ELIGIBILITY

The test is only available to a candidate whose educational
level at the time of sitting the test is that they are
undertaking or have completed the final year of secondary
schooling, or higher.

For example, candidates registering for UCAT ANZ 2026
should have completed, or plan to complete their final year of
secondary schooling in 2026 (Year 12 in Australia; Year 13 in
New Zealand).
